ECME 117 Curriculum Development through Play - Birth through Age 4 (Pre-K)
(3 credits)

The beginning curriculum course places play at the center of curriculum in
developmentally appropriate early childhood programs. It addresses content that is
relevant for child birth through age four in developmentally and culturally sensitive
ways.

ECME 117L Practicum for Curriculum Development through Play — Birth
through Age 4 (Pre-K) (3 credits)

The beginning practicum course is a co-requisite to Curriculum Development through
Play — Birth through Age 4. The field based component course provides experiences
that address curriculum content relevant for children.

ECME 217L Curriculum Development and Implementation Practicum - Age 3
(Pre-K) through Grade 3.
